1. Always lubricate and purge after each patient
and before autoclaving.

Ensure maintenance procedures are correct
and are adhered to.

Follow the manufacturer’s instructions or use
the Free 12 Point Maintenance Check List on
www.handpiecehotline.com.au. It will give
immediate feedback to your answers.

2. Operate handpieces at the manufacturer’s rec-
ommended pressures. Too great a pressure will
prematurely burn out bearings.

3. Check the precision of the bearings that are fit-
ted. ABEC 7 is no longer acceptable. Specify
finer, smoother, longer life, improved perform-
ance ABEC 9 or 9+ bearings.

4. Specify ceramic bearings wherever possible for
